Katnook Founder’s Block Sparkling Chardonnay Pinot Noir is a delicious bubbly with more complexity and depth than 

generally seen at this price. It has a gorgeous russet hue and a deliciously savoury palate, with plenty of yeast and 

toasty nuances. The bead is fine, and the palate is creamy. It is a chardonnay-dominant blend with its depth coming 

from the use of reserve wines in the base blend. And about a quarter of the wine was aged in old barrels prior to 

secondary fermentation. It makes a lovely aperitif but is equally good with food.
